Golden Nugget No. 1: 
Totally Enclosed Treatment System 
(TETS)

Purpose: To treat hazardous waste (HW) on site without a permit

Regulatory requirements:
Â Meet EPAôs definition of TETS  40 CFR 260.10(a) 

Â Follow EPAôs Regulatory Clarification on TETS (see handout)

Advantages:

Â No permit required / Not counted against HW gen. rate

Â Reduce HW shipped offsite / Achieve HW reduction goals

Â Reduce long term HW liability

Disadvantages:

Â TETS must be connected to process generating waste

Â Treatment system must be totally enclosed
